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“From among...[the]...Confessors and Martyrs [for the Or-
thodox Church Calendar], the piety of the Faithful and the
Hand of God raised up in this time, and with honor equal to his
deeds, the Blessed Metropolitan Glicherie (Tanase), who shep-
herded the True Orthodox Church of Romania from 1924 until
his death on June 15, 1985 (Old Style) and who suffered both at
the hands of the Communist atheists and the followers of the
New Calendar. The Holy Synod of our Church, meeting on
June 15/28, 1997, and examining his life and trials, decreed it
meet to Glorify him as a Confessor and Martyr. ...[W]e decree
that the Life, Service, and Icons of the Saint prepared and ap-
proved by our Holy Synod be printed and received with all piety
by all right—believing Orthodox.”
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
